Sermon Sermon Title: A Culture of Honour Exodus 20:12 (Pew Bible Page 61)

July 13 & 14, 2019

“Honour your father and mother...” If you come from a home where
you were loved and cared for by your parents, you probably hear
these words and say, “Yes. That is exactly what | want to do. What a
privilege!” If you come from a home where you were not loved and
cared for by your parents, you may hear these words and say, “No.
That is exactly what | don’t want to do. They don’t deserve it.”

No matter what our condition or role in life, we all have family
relationships. Maybe you come from a family where respect and
support for parents and elders were highly valued. Maybe you have
been influenced by an educational system that has taught you to
blaze your own path and question the wisdom of your parents and
elders. Maybe you live between different cultures, the way of life of
your parents, and the ways of Canada.

What is God’s perspective on child-parent relationships?

We honour our parents,

1. Because this relationship is foundational to every other
relationship

2. Because God’s culture is one of honour

3. By loving them for who they are, giving them precedence in our
lives, and being grateful for their contribution

4. By esteeming them in every culture, every phase of life, and
every circumstance

5. For the glory of God, for our sake, and for the sake of our
children, no matter what our parents have done

6. In order to live under God’s favour

7. Because this relationship is the school to learn how to honour
every member of our spiritual family
